The Spirit of Giving

Even though it happens frequently, |
am always amazed when | pick up my
phone and there is someone who is call-
ing to voluntarily offer their time or a
specific skill set to our program. Early
last year, Peggy Porter, offered her
time to help as a group aid in one of
our children’s programs. Peggy made
an instant bond with the five and six
year olds in the group. It was immedi-
ately apparent that Peggy was a “kid
person” who cared deeply about the
well being of these children. When
group ended and we began prepara-
tions for our next group, | was disap-
pointed to hear that Peggy’s work
hours would not allow her to serve the
same role again. Peggy was disap-
pointed as well but assured me, “Don’t
worry. | won't forget you guys!” Sev-
eral months later, shortly before the
holidays, my phone rang and it was
Peggy. Peggy advised that she had
given it some thought and wondered
about the Moms of the children we
served in the Family Violence Program.
She was aware of the many things
SPCC does to collect holiday presents
for the children they serve but she
wondered if we had ever considered a
Holiday Secret Shop for the children to
“shop” for presents for their Moms.
Domestic violence often leaves in its
wake single mothers caring for small
children. These women experience the
bittersweet feeling of joy watching

their children opening holiday presents
but also a tremendous sense of sadness
and loneliness when there are no holi-
day tokens of love and appreciation for
them.

Peggy was advised that we did not
have a Holiday Secret Shop. Peggy’s
excitement came through the phone
line, loud and clear when we agreed
this was a wonderful idea. Within a
few weeks, Peggy informed us that she
would be dropping off hundreds of
hand made bracelets; all of which were
adorned somewhere with a heart. In
addition, there were scarves and hats
and gloves. Catalyzed by Peggy’s ef-

forts, the staff of the Family Violence Pro-
gram was able to set up a holiday
“shopping room”. While holiday songs
played in the background, the children
picked out gifts for their Moms, took them
to a wrapping station and enjoyed cookies,
milk and a visit with Santa while their
cherished picks were being wrapped. |
watched one little girl go back to the table
four times until she got the most abso-
lutely perfect present for her Mom. As
they left for the vans that provided trans-
portation home, each child clutched their

wrapped presents with pride and
satisfaction. One little boy worked
out a plan that the second staff per-
son on the van could engage his
mother in conversation so he could
“run upstairs and hide his presents
in his closet ‘til Christmas morning

| watched this “plot” unfold and
realized | had just worked one of
the better days in human services.

Call me naive but it didn’t dawn on
me that that was the full reward.
When | returned to my office after
the holiday break, my voice mail
was blinking feverishly. The mes-
sages were left for me as the pro-
gram supervisor but the thanks
belong to you Peggy Porter. This is
only one message that was left, but
| assure you that they all had the
same flavor:

“It's Christmas morning, and |
know you aren'’t there but | just
wanted you to know this is the
best Christmas we have had as a
family. | watched my son be over-
whelmed by the spirit of giving.

He was more excited about me
opening the presents he had
shopped for for me than he was
about his own.”

Needless to say, Santa’s Secret
Shop will become a tradition with
the Family Violence Program.
