The staff of SPCC shares 
our community’s concern 
about the escalating level 
of violence in Rochester.  
The number of homicides 
that have impacted or 
taken the lives of Roches-
ter’s children is devastat-
ing.  SPCC provides ser-
vices to families after a 
traumatic event has 
turned their lives upside 
down.  SPCC works with 
families who have experi-
enced horrific tragedies.  
As families try to put the 
pieces of their shattered 

lives back together, the level 
of devastation from these 
tragedies often leaves families 
feeling numb and knowing full 
well that their lives will never 
be the same.  The impact 
trauma has changes lives 
forever and prohibits the 
pieces of one’s life from fitting 
together as they once had. 
 

After a violent event occurs, 
children’s needs are at an all 
time high while at the same 
time, their adult caretaker’s 
ability to meet those needs are 
comprised by their own grief.  
SPCC’s Family Outreach 
Trauma Program and Family 
Violence Program are critical 
in assisting families through 
their grief and loss.  Every 
member of a family who has 
experienced a traumatic event 
needs an avenue to process 
the many feelings associated 
with the loss they have ex-
perienced.  Our programs 
ensure that everyone’s needs 
are addressed and every feel-
ing is validated.  Immediate 
intervention can significantly 
reduce the long term impact of 
trauma. 

Children from SPCC’s Fam-
ily Violence Program organ-
ized a community service 
project this summer allowing 
them the opportunity to raise 
the funds necessary to cover 
the admission cost for a day 
at Seabreeze Amusement 
Park.  The children prepared 
a picnic lunch for the staff of 
SPCC.  They grilled ham-
burgers and hot dogs in 
SPCC’s parking lot.  Events 
such as this are planned 
because it is important for 
children to feel they can con-
tribute to society.  Each child

Through a community collaborative effort 
and funding from Wegman’s, Rochester’s 
Child and the United Way, SPCC has been 
able to provide parents with The Incredible 
Years Parenting Program since 2004.  This 
program offers parents of children ages 2-8 
years old with a 12-week educational curricu-
lum that teaches parents new skills. 
 
This curriculum teaches parents how to play 
with their children, to manage misbehaviors 
by effectively using timeout, when it is appro-
priate to ignore certain behaviors, ways to 
increase their child’s social skills and how to 
praise and reward their children for good 
behaviors.  In addition, it teaches parents 
new techniques to deal with their own stress 
and anger.  Through this United Way Fund-
ing, SPCC has been able to continue provid-
ing parents and children with transportation 
to and from parenting groups, a meal and 
child care while parents attend class. 
 
SPCC has received amazingly positive feed-
back from parents who complete the Incredi-

ble Years Parenting Program.  Parents ver-
balize how proud they are of the new skills 
they have learned.  They also express how 
grateful they are to SPCC and the facilita-
tors for providing them with the opportunity 
to become the kind
