stalking, and the compromised safety of battered women and children has occurred.  The primary purpose of the project is to p revent    
continued exposure to violence for these women and their children during visits or exchanges with the batterer and to reduce the risk of 
child abduction by the batterer.  While average rates of domestic violence in New York State hover around 85 incidents per 10 ,000           
residents, the rate in Monroe County is 199 domestic violence incidents per 10,000 residents, more than double the New York S tate          
average.  Because most children still want to visit with their parent and benefit from healthy parent -child interactions, it is critical that the 
community provide a safe option for this to occur.  Before the addition of this new program our Supervised Visitation Program  had a       
consistently long list of over 40 families waiting at least 12 months for services.  Studies show that 25% of battered women have their lives 
threatened during visitation and an alarming number of domestic violence related homicides occur during visits. Clearly, the need to       
protect victims and their children is critical.  

 For this reason SPCC partnered with Monroe County and Alternatives for Battered Women (ABW) to secure Safe Havens funding tha t 
will now allow SPCC to provide supervised visitation services for an additional 100 families per year.  This will increase ou r capacity from 
approximately 225 families per year to 325 families and allow our community to protect the highest risk victims of domestic v iol ence.  
Through this program, ABW will also provide advocates to be present in court to support  victims, oversee the referral proces s for           
supervised visitation and to ensure that the safety of the victims and their children is not compromised.  The County of Monr oe has been 
very supportive of this endeavor and provides voluntary management of the contract to ensure full integration of these servic es into the 
community.  This is truly a community wide collaborative with dedicated representatives from multiple disciplines working tog ether to    
protect victims of domestic violence and their children. �—
